Large Item Collection
Acceptable items:

Couches, chairs, mattresses, dressers, lamps, tables

Unacceptable Items:

Large appliances, automotive items, electronic devices,
household hazardous waste, and construction materials.

All other recycling and refuse guidelines remain in effect.

Tires, electronics, and household hazardous waste must
be recycled and disposed of at registered collection
events or facilities (See page 27 for details).

What is stormwater?

Stormwater is water from rain, snow and melting ice. In

a natural setting, such as grasslands and wooded areas,
stormwater can slowly infiltrate into the soil or flow
overland into adjacent streams and other water bodies.

In urbanized areas, such as cities or towns, many of these
pervious surfaces are replaced with streets, highways,
parking lots, and roof tops. Stormwater will flow over these
hard surfaces into storm drains, which drain directly into
local streams and Presque Isle Bay via the City’s storm
sewer system.

How can stormwater
become polluted?

When stormwater flows across streets, highways, parking
lots, and roof tops, it becomes polluted from litter, dirt, oil,
and chemicals. lllegally dumping materials and fluids down
storm drains also pollutes Lake Erie and is considered

an “illicit discharge.” Since the storm drains empty into

our waterways, this can create an unsafe environment

for our community and aquatic ecosystem. Pollution
impacts water quality and habitat health and can result in
restrictions on drinking water and recreational activities.
Help keep Lake Erie and Presque Isle Bay clean!

What is the purpose of
the stormwater fee?

The stormwater fee will enable the City to: maintain and
replace existing system infrastructure, meet federal and
state regulations, employ a stormwater inspector and
stormwater project engineer, monitor stormwater systems
for adequate functionality, and aid in mitigating impaired
streams.
